4 I “he Central University of Jammu & Kashmir was established
alongside 15 other Central Universities in the year 2009 by an Act
of Parliament. Prof. Abdul Wahid Qureshi, a noted economist

and former Vice-Chancellor of the University of Kashmir was appointed

as the first Vice-Chancellor of the University. The University set out on
its journey from rented accommodation at Srinagar and Jammu.Later the
university was bifurcated into two Universities: the Central University of

Kashmir (CUK) and the Central University of Jammu (CUJ).

In August 2012, Dr. Srikumar Banerjee, a noted scientist and researcher,
was appointed as the first Chancellor of the Central University of Kashmir
(CUK). Currently Lt. General (Retd) Syed Ata Hasnain, is the Chancellor
of the University. In 2015 Prof. Mehraj-ud-Din Mir was appointed as the
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2nd Vice Chancellor of the University.

The University started off by establishing three Schools of study —
School of Business Studies, School of Engineering and Technology and
School of Languages — which offered Masters programmes in Business
Administration, Information Technology and English.The number
of schools in the University has now risen to 9 with 18 constituent
departments offering 37 PG, UG, diploma courses, research and B.Voc

programs.
The State government earmarked 503 acres of land at Tulmulla and

its adjoining areas in Ganderbal district for the establishment of the
permanent campus of the University. In 2018 the University shifted to

Central University of Kashmir



Ganderbal and is currently functioning from four make-shift campuses
provided by the local administration. The work on the permanent campus
at the designated land is under progress.

'The number of students enrolled in various programmes offered by
the university increased from 91 in the year 2010 to 2300 in the year
2019.In 2012 the University started integrated research programmes
in English and Management studies. Currently 14 Departments are
offering research programmes in various disciplines. To encourage
quality research and streamline all research related activities the
University also established Directorate of Research and Development

(DRD) in 2015.

In line with the UGC directives, the University successfully implemented
the Choice Based Credit System (CBCS) with an inclusive basket of
Skill Enhancement Courses, Ability Enhancement Courses and Open
Generic Electives. To make the CBCS more effective and meaningful the

University has taken enough care to ensure that the Cafeteria model is

followed.

'The University has a full-fledged Directorate of Students Welfare (DSW),
an active Central Placement Cell (CPC)and an efficient Internal Quality
Assurance Cell (IQAC). The university has an effective and transparent
examination system which adheres strictly to the academic calendar,
despite all odds, while transacting its routine business. The Examination
and Evaluation Wing (EEW) of the University conducts examinations
for all the programmes of Study in a time-bound manner.

The University library has over 46,657 books. It offers information
resources, services and facilities in all the four campuses of the University.
'The Internet and support services has established browsing centers in all
the campuses with 24x7 high bandwidth internet services. The University
has also embarked on an ambitious e-governance project for academics,
evaluation, finance and administration.
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® Central University of Kashmir (CUK) was initially set up as
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Central University of Jammu and Kashmir by the Ministry of
Human Resource Development (MHRD), Government of In-
dia, in the year 2009 on the recommendations of the National
Knowledge Commission.

'The University having territorial jurisdiction over the erstwhile
Jammu and Kashmir State, became operational with the ap-
pointment and joining of former Vice Chancellor, University of
Kashmir, Prof. Abdul Wahid Qureshi as its first Vice Chancel-
lor, on March 2, 2009.

'The journey started from a hired building at Hyderpora in
Srinagar and in a rented accommodation at Gandhi Nagar,

Jammu on July 30, 2009.

At the request of the then State Government, the Central Gov-
ernment bifurcated CU J&K into two Central Universities by

promulgating the Central Universities (Amendment) Act, 2009.

Accordingly, the erstwhile Central University of Jammu and Kash-
mir was rechristened as Central University of Kashmir with its ju-
risdiction limited to the Kashmir Division of the J&K State.

On Ist of November, 2011, the university appointed Dr. Abdul
Gani, the then Regional Director, Indira Gandhi National Open
University (IGNOU) Regional Centre Srinagar, as its first Reg-
istrar (on deputation from on 11™ of June 2010) and Dr. Irshad
Jan, former Director Composite Regional Centre (CRC), Sri-
nagar as the first Finance Officer.

'The university commenced its academic journey in 2010 by
launching three Schools of study i.e. School of Business Stud-
ies, School of Engineering and Technology and School of Lan-
guages. Under these Schools, the University established the
Department of Management Studies, which offered Masters
Programme in Business Administration (MBA), Department
of Information Technology which offered Masters programme

in Information Technology (M.Sc.IT) and Department of En-

glish, which offers Masters programme in English.
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® 'The varsity launched its academics from rented building at Sonwar,

Magarmal Bagh and Zainakote and later on shifted to Nowgam
area on the outskirts of Srinagar district in the campuses later called

as Nowgam-I, Nowgam II and Nowgam-III.

In order to provide boarding and lodging facilities to the stu-
dents coming from other parts of the country and remote
corners of the Jammu and Kashmir, the university hired
buildings at different locations in Srinagar city, which were
in the vicinity of the campuses. The hostels were at Sonwar,
Magarmal Bagh, Zainakote, Nowgam, Rawalpora and Jawa-
har Nagar.

To establish the universi-
ty, the then State Govern-
ment identified 503 acres
of land at Tulmulla and
adjoining areas in Gan-
derbal district for con-
struction of the perma-
nent campus of the varsity.

The land was transferred

to the Central University of Kashmir through a Cabinet order.

Prof. Nazir Ahmad Gilkar joined the Central University of
Kashmir as the first Controller of Examinations on 14.11.2013.

Prof. Mehraj-ud-Din Mir assumed charge as the second Vice
Chancellor of the Central University of Kashmir on 01.10.2015

Prof. M Afzal Zargar was appointed as the second Registrar of
the Central University of Kashmir on 31.08.2015..
